Tennis Study Guide

Serving


-Games always start from the right side of the court


-Serve can either be overhand or underhand, must be hit directly from the hand, no bounce


-Two chances to serve the ball fair, double fault results in a point


-Lines are fair


-If the ball hits the net and does not land in the correct service court there is a fault


-If the ball hits the net and goes into the correct service court it is a “let”


-There are no limits the how many “lets” you can have


-The ball must bounce before the ball is hit during the serve

Boundaries


-Ball must land inside service court


-Alley is fair in doubles play


-Alley is out of bounds in singles play

Order of Play


-The server serves the entire game


-After each point the server serves to the opposite diagonal


-After each game teams switch ends of the court

General


-The ball can only bounce once


-Only one hit is allowed per side 


-Must win by two points


-The server always calls own score first

Scoring


Love, 15, 30, 40, Deuce, Ad In, Ad Out
Court Dimensions

78ft x 36ft

Perimeter = 78 +78 + 36 +36 = 228

Area = 78 x 36 = 2808
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
