PURPOSE of COURSE:  Senior high school students are provided with an opportunity to organize, play, and compete in team sports at a safe and fun recreation level.  Students will participate to improve or maintain their fitness and enjoy the social aspects of participation in sports.  Students can meet new friends and discover insight about yourself and others while competing together as a team.
COURSE DESCRIPTION:  Team Sports includes participation in a wide variety of team-orientated activities – both indoors and outdoors.  These include:  diamond games, soccer, speedball, throton, touch football, volleyball, basketball, team handball, ringette, floor hockey, and other new games.  Students will also organize and officiate their teams, tournaments, and competitions.

GRADING PLAN:  Each unit will be evaluated in the following areas:  Daily Grade (quality of effort, cooperation, attitude, uniform, behavior, etc.), Play (safety, teamwork, interpret rules), and Character (leadership and sportsmanship).   Points received are divided by the total possible into a final unit grade.  The semester grade also includes a final examination/project, writing, and reading assessments.  See grading scale on the back.
